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Once a valued Tokyo farming area,
farming traditions live on in the Hirai
river basin despite advancing
urbanization. In Hinode we can see
where the fruit and vegetables we buy
in the supermarket come from; trees
laden with ripe fruit and fields with row
upon row of vegetables.
